Wood evaporators can be dangerous. Always wear heat-proof gloves and clothing when operating
an evaporator. Sugar shacks often have visitors. Make sure all visitors, especially children, stay

a safe distance away from the evaporator.

Wood-burning evaporators run on solid fuel (wood) and produce intense heat in the front and
near the chimneys. When placing your evaporator, make sure the floor is made of cement or
ceramic tiles that are strong enough to bear the weight of the evaporator and its contents.
Additionally, the evaporator must be at least 24" away from the walls on all sides. If you need to
place the evaporator closer to a wall, install a heat-resistant coating on that wall. We strongly
recommend that you contact your insurance company to ensure that the evaporator is installed
according to their safety rules, as companies have different requirements.

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CUTTING INSULATION FOR THE DOOR AND
FRONT AND BACK PLATES

Use scissors or a utility knife to cut each piece. Refer to the cutting diagram below.
Measure and cut along the dotted lines.

1. Cut 2 pieces of insulation for the front and rear panels (P1 and P2), as shown in the diagram

below. The top of the trapezoid should measure 16.126" and the bottom of the trapezoid
should measure 13.126".

2. Next, insulate the front panel with piece P1. Once the wool has been placed, carefully cut
around the edges of the door.

3. Insulate the rear panel using piece P2. Carefully cut a 6" diameter opening for the stack.

BRICKING

19 1-1/4" x 4-1/2" x 9" bricks (OPTIONAL, bricks not included - item 670090217) are required to
fully brick the evaporator. You can order bricks as an add-on to your order or go to your nearest
CDL distributor. Refer to step 5 on page 13 for instructions on bricking.

Once the arch has been bricked, use the rest of the wool to insulate the sides that aren’t
covered by the bricks.

OPERATING THE EVAPORATOR

Before turning the evaporator on:

First, make sure you have at least 2" of water in the pan.

Prepare the fire in the firebox using split hardwood, 2" to 3" in diameter and 16" long.
Fill the firebox to within 4" of the syrup pan. Make sure the wood is at least 4" from the
doors. Light the fire.

Keep a close eye on the water level in the pan.

The maple syrup is ready when it reaches 7 degrees above the boiling point of water.
Open the valve when the syrup reaches this temperature and close the valve as soon as the
temperature drops.

Repeat each time the temperature reaches 7 degrees above the boiling point.

Adjusting the draft:

The evaporator’s draft is adjusted by opening and closing the draft hatch (step 4 - item 8).
The smaller the gap, the lower the draft.
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WARRANTY

Your evaporator is covered by a two year limited warranty. For two years from your original
date of purchase, Les Equipements d’'Erabliére CDL (CDL), will replace or replace any parts of
this evaporator that prove to be defective in materials or workmanship when such evaporator is
installed, used and maintained in accordance with the provided instructions.
